As required by statute (Rhode Island General Laws §24-18-7(c) "By the end of each calendar year, the
department shall evaluate all submitted infrastructure plans and, in accordance with the project evaluation
criteria, identify all eligible projects, and after a public hearing, the department shall finalize and provide the
agency and statewide planning with a project priority list for the forthcoming calendar year."), RIDOT hereby
submits the 2017 Project Priority List.

There were 4 projects submitted by 4 communities: these projects included two road resurfacing projects and
two bridge replacement projects. We assembled a review panel of five staff: one from the Rhode Island
Commerce Corporation, one from Statewide Planning, and three from within RIDOT (planning and community
coordination). This panel met once in November to assemble the draft ranking. Ultimately, after the public
meeting on December 16, 2016, the rankings remained unchanged.

Of the four projects, we believe that Burrillville's project will not be ready to go in 2017, and they did not
provide proof of borrowing authority: we are also aware that they have an outstanding balance from 2014.
Woonsocket's project received the highest score but they would need City Council authorization to borrow.
The two paving projects, Pawtucket and East Greenwich, both would be ready to commence early in 2017
